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ELIGIBILITY

Open to active SkillsUSA members enrolled in technical and career technology programs with
protective services/firefighting as part of the curriculum and occupational objective.

CLOTHING REQUIREMENTS

Home school uniform or the Official SkillsUSA light blue work shirt and navy pants, black
leather work shoes, safety glasses with side shields or goggles. (Prescription glasses can be used
only if they are equipped with side shields. If not,they must be covered with goggles.)
